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EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE -  Sets policy, goals and objectives; approves annual and long term financial and work plans; provides leadership and support for all local and national programs and policies, takes action on the recommendations from state committees.

COMMISSIONERS COMMITTEE - Supports programs to expand the skills of commissioners to effectively discharge their responsibilities.  Works with staff, leadership and membership at all levels of the Association in fulfillment of these purposes.

COMMUNITY REVITALIZATION AND DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE (CR&D)  - Addresses a broad range of issues related to the economic vitality of cities and the development and conservation of neighborhoods, including administrative, legislative, regulatory, and funding issues of community development programs and operations. The committee recommends policies to the Executive Committee in support of its primary goal - the achievement of well-planned, socially and economically sound communities.

HOUSING COMMITTEE - Addresses program and policy issues related to public housing and other programs related to affordable housing.  

SECTION 8 COMMITTEE -  Addresses program and policy issues related to Section 8, tenant-based and project-based housing and other programs related to affordable housing.  

MEMBER SERVICES COMMITTEE - Serves as the advocate for members making sure that the association’s services and benefits meet members’ needs.  General focus areas include: Award Programs; bylaws (national, regional and chapter); dues and membership; and services/benefits especially conferences, seminars, publications and web site.  

PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE - Focuses on career identification, training, education, certification, credentialing, and the professional advancement of LHC members. The committee’s top priorities include the development of educational and credentialing programs and examinations as well as ensuring the availability of quality, affordable, and professional educational products and services in a variety of mediums for the association’s membership and the housing/community development industry at-large.

BUDGET & ADMINISTRATION COMMITTEE  - Provides critical and careful oversight of LHC’s fiscal and administrative policies.  

LEGISLATIVE COMMITTEE - Assists local, regional and national staff with the dissemination of action-oriented information from national NAHRO to the local level.  Members may be asked to coordinate efforts to write, telephone, and generally stay in touch with key members of Congress concerning the both the state and national Legislative agenda and policy positions.  

MAINTENANCE COMMITTEE – Serves as an advocate for maintenance employees throughout the state.  Works to provide training for both skilled trades as well as management employees.

LHC POOL BOND COMMITTEE – Coordinates activities between LHC members and HUD to formulate a Pool Bond program.
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
