NAHRO SCHOLARSHIPS 

 

Requirements and applications for the LHC -NAHRO scholarships can be found at 

www.lanahro.org.  The deadline for submitting an application is February 15, 2010.  

This year the applications are in PDF form and can be filled out on-line.  The completed 

forms cannot be saved, but can be printed.  As always the forms can be printed first and 

completed by hand if desired.   

 

The applications for Southwest NAHRO scholarships are similar, but different.  The 

requirements and applications can be found at www.swnahro.org.  The deadline is April 

14, 2010.   

 

The applicants should get 2 copies of everything (transcript, GRE scores, and 

recommendations) and complete both scholarship applications at the same time.  Students 

should ask their references (including the ED) to make 2 copies of the recommendation 

addressing one to the LHC-NAHRO Scholarship Committee and one to the SW-NAHRO 

Scholarship Committee. 

 

If an applicant can qualify in both the resident and child of staff categories, he/she has a 

better chance of being awarded in the resident category.  Several scholarships are awarded 

in the resident category and usually just one in the child of staff category.  An applicant 

cannot receive a scholarship in both categories.  This also applies to the Southwest 

scholarships. 

 

Donôt assume that completing an application is equal to being awarded a scholarship.  

The scholarship committee works to award every worthy candidate that we can, but we 

are also prudent with the organizationôs money.  Applicants are disqualified and their 

applications are not judged if they do not meet the criteria or do not have agency 

certification.  Applicants that do not follow directions loose points.  They may even loose 

out on being awarded scholarships.
